Instructor, Veteran Quilter and Quilt Judge, Jeri Fickes will lead the retreat sessions.   
 

What You Get:  
~Standard room with double (shared) occupancy.  Continental breakfast is included with stay. 
 
~Quilt pattern, fabric for quilt top, foundation paper piece patterns (80 sheets), special ruler and Instruction. 
Fabric Benartex curated patriotic colors and background fabrics pre-measured – NOT pre-cut – participants will 
need to do cutting for this project. A limited number of additional quilt kits may be available at the event for an 
additional charge. 
 
~Use of retreat space for group and individual projects.   

~Dinner on Friday and Saturday evening will be provided along with light snacks, coffee and water. Additional  

beverages are available for purchase at the Inn. Friday’s dinner will be provided at the Inn and Saturday will be 

a banquet at a local restaurant.  Participants will have lunch on their own (several wonderful eateries and grocery 

stores are located nearby, but there is limited availability on Sundays in the area so you may want to plan ahead 

for Sunday.).

Sewing machine and appropriate attachments including 1/4 inch piecing foot  

Quilting gloves (optional)  

Surge protection power strip recommended (basic power source available)  

Iron and ironing mat – there will be a limited number of ironing stations set up in the room 

Thread and Bobbins (with thread)  

Scissors and Cutting Tools (rotary cutter, mat, ruler)

Fine Print:  

Payment in full is required to reserve space. There is limited space available and we anticipate that the event  

will sell out, so early reservations are recommended. Registration Deadline is March 13, 2026, or when the 

event  sells out.  

NOTE: There will be no refunds or credits unless the event is cancelled by the host. You may transfer your  

registration to another person you designate at no charge. Please be certain that you can attend the event  

before you register – we appreciate your cooperation and understanding of this policy.  

Room check-in at The Inn at Walnut Creek is at 3 pm and check out is at 11 am. Breakfast is served from 7 am  

to 10:30 am. We will accommodate early check-ins as available, but cannot accommodate late check outs. We  

strongly encourage those who want to have additional time in beautiful Ohio Amish Country to book an extra  

night or two. We are offering a super special rate of $100 per night (tax included - total) for each additional  

night (must be consecutive – immediately before and/or after the retreat). Please note that very few 



businesses are open on Sundays (none of the quilt shops are open), so you may want to plan additional time to 

see the area.  

Event is priced with double-occupancy room accommodations. Attendees who wish to bring a non-participant  

spouse or who prefer to have their own room (without a roommate) may do so at an additional cost of $130 for  

two nights (dinner for non-participants is available at additional cost of $30). There are a limited number of  two 

Queen-sized bed rooms available, so you may have to share a room with one King-sized bed. While we will 

make reasonable efforts to accommodate participants’ needs, please understand our limitations to 

accommodate special requests.  

Cancellation of event by host will result in full refund or credit towards rescheduled event, at participant’s  
choice.
